2. Adoption of minutes of Sept. 21 meeting.

3. Business arising from the minutes:  Rob will circulate his goals and objectives for Committees of the Board to the Board of Directors this week.
4. Committee Reports: 

· Communications: The Fall Times was in the mail on Oct. 20.  The 2010 Fall Times will be published Sept. 15 next year, one month early, in order to inform TLA members of the issues and the candidates in the municipal election.
· Finance: The Treasurer’s report indicates healthy bank balances and receivables.  Committee chairs will soon be asked to submit budget requests for 2010.  It was confirmed this week with our insurer that all TLA members are covered under TLA insurance policies while acting on the behalf or the Board i.e. committee members.
· Fish and wildlife:  The committee is working on reproducing a fish ruler/sticker for fishermen that includes ruler, specific regulations specific to Lake Temagami.  The MNR is moving towards Fisheries Management Planning perhaps through the development of advisory councils comprised of local stakeholders.
· Member services: A final membership report for the year showing a total membership of 585 for the year was distributed and received.

· Planning: A meeting is being planned with the representatives from the Municipality re: tax and representation issues.
· Protection of persons and property: 
· Taxes and Municipal:   A discussion of the next phase of the MPAC appeal process, which is an appeal to the Assessment Appeal Board, was held.  Various strategies were discussed which the committee will review.  The committee is trying to find our legal position as to various attempts to reduce the Municipal taxes paid by Lake Temagami residents.  Our legal opinion is that a separate class ,  i.e. waterfront properties, is not a possibility.  Another option is to identify any line in the Municipal Budget that Lake Residents do not have access to. i.e. water and sewerage and be sure this is not part of the taxes paid for lake properties.  It was suggested that the committee, after more preparation, request a meeting with the Municipal Council representatives to discuss their final report.  We await the result of our letter to Municipal Council regarding tele conferencing for municipal councilors.
· Water quality:  We plan to work with TRSI and TAFIP on water quality initiatives next summer.
5. New Business:   Brad Hall reported on future possibilities for the location of the TLA Headquarter’s building.  Various options were discussed.
