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Property Patrol Report May 2010
“Break up 2009 will certainly be one to remember.”

And so started my letter to you last May in which I referred to extremely high water levels such that some docks and boathouses were flooded.
Well once again the story of breakup is water – or should I say the lack of water.  A combination of lower than usual snow cover, less water  content in what snow we did receive and an open dam at Cross Lake much later than some think necessary means that our lake level is the lowest in at least one generation or in the memory of many long time residents here.

Damaged docks are not the issue this year.  Boating into docks is the issue. I cannot access my own dock nor can I retrieve my floating dock which is stranded on the sand where it freezes in each year tied to a tree.
Accessing 130 members’ docks this month was thus a challenge especially considering the cost of new propellers and lower units.  I was successful however and managed to access all cottages with only two exceptions where shallow water made boat access impossible.

May, however ironic it is, has been a glorious month of dry sunny weather with very little wind.  I say ironic because what we really need is rain, a lot of it soon, as not only is the water level low but the bush is very dry as we approach the first long weekend of summer.

No break ins were observed this month however many properties will have a few less trees as blow downs were frequently observed.  Fortunately these did little damage to buildings as did the frequent beaver fells observed.  Dock damage also appears minimal.
If you have not heard from me already it appears that all is well on your property.

All the best as we approach the summer season.
